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Structural Inspection Report Form: Instructions
1.
This form is to be used to record annual inspections of the following spaces :- 

a.
Fresh water tanks
b.
Ballast tanks.

c.
Cofferdams.

d.
Cargo holds.

e. Void spaces.

f. Duct keel.
g. Chain lockers.

Each section of the form shall be completed with regards to rating of the structure condition on a scale of 1 to 3 as per the following guidance :


1.
Coating 100% intact, no visual structural defects.



2.
Very light coating breakdown at frame edges.

3.
Any significant coating breakdown (more than 5%).

If for reasons outside the control of the vessel it becomes apparent that a tank or space cannot be inspected in due time or at the required interval the Master should contact the Company for further advice and instructions.

2.
Should any of these sections fall into the number 3 category then a separate report is to be issued, with photographs whenever possible, showing clearly the extent of breakdown or mechanical damage.

3.
It is important that these forms are correctly completed so that a valuable judgement of the condition of the vessel can be made.

4. Each space should be inspected and reported upon using a separate form. The Chief Officer has overall responsibility for carrying out the inspections and completing the reports.  In the case of void spaces or cofferdams which are located in machinery spaces, the Chief Officer is to co-ordinate inspections and completion of the reports with the Chief Engineer.

5.
When a tank or space is inspected and this form completed, the Structural Inspection Record INDEX is also to be completed.

            Before entering in any of these spaces, the relevant Risk Assessment is to be reviewed and a Safe Permit to Work is to be issued.
